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ALL/CfBT subject specific support for the new secondary curriculum

Update, September 2009

Phase 2 of support (April 2008 – July 2009)

Workshops

198 workshops for languages were held between April 2008 and July 2009, many in collaboration with local authorities, attended by over 1,500 delegates. 

In the summer term 2009, the DCSF asked the subject associations to engage particularly with schools that had not attended an event for any of the 10 subjects since April 08. The languages events engaged with 16 schools in this category. 30 languages workshops were held during the term, attended by 457 delegates, including eight hosted by Links into Languages regional centres.

Over the past year the workshops covered three broad aspects:

· relating languages to whole school aspects such as links between subjects, pupils’ engagement, and personal, learning and thinking skills

· practical examples that reflect the programme of study, eg. building on KS2, age-appropriate contexts, skills development

· ideas-sharing and discussion, eg. about how to adapt schemes of work.

RSAs drew on examples shared among the RSA team as well as on their own experience and expertise. 

ASPECT newsletter

ASPECT publishes a monthly e-newsletter which includes updates from the SSAT, NSCL, CfBT and subject associations.  ALL has published articles, RSA case studies and a piece by Vincent Everett about how pupils’ views of language learning have steered the planning of their new curriculum. Website

The www.all-nsc.org.uk website is not part of the DCSF contract but has been well received. Since January 2009 it has had 17,355 unique visitors and 82,783 page visits. The number of unique visitors is higher in 2009 than in 2008 but the number of pages per visitor is lower. The largest access in a single month was 28,711 page visits in June 2008.

Recent additions to the website include:

· a ‘resource pack’ page containing the basic documents about the new curriculum that have been made into packs for recent workshops

· a link to the KS3 Framework for languages and a quick way to download the objectives

· details and booking information for the cross-curricular events linking languages, PSHE, History, Music and RE

Support from September 2009 to March 2010

Management

Phase 3 Regional Subject Advisers

A few RSAs are not continuing in Phase 3 due to other commitments, and there are three new appointments: Isabelle Jones (based in Oldham), Maria Collins (Nottinghamshire) and Sonya Grant (Leicester).  Wendy Adeniji is acting as RSA coordinator for the North West as well as Yorkshire-Humberside (see attached list).

Cross-curricular events

Over the next two terms, one-day cross-curricular events will take place in each region in two groups of subjects. Languages is working with History, RE, Music and PSHE. The target audience is teachers of the five subjects and staff responsible for curriculum design. Languages will be fronting the event in Yorkshire-Humberside and co-fronting the Eastern region event with History. Workshops

We are aiming to run around 100 workshops over the next two terms, and as always would be delighted to work in partnership with local authorities, ALL branches and networks, Links into Languages and other partners. The workshops will address how the renewed KS3 Framework can be used to support planning for the new curriculum. The RSAs are developing new approaches and content for these sessions, and there will be more movement of RSAs between regions to spread experience and expertise across the country.
We have been asked to engage with schools that are facing challenges, and will do this through liaison with local authorities. There may be some instances where we can provide one-to-one support for a school in need, following up attendance at a workshop.

Exit Strategy

CfBT has asked the subject associations to consider steps that might be taken post March 2010 to ensure as much sustainability as possible for the programme. The associations have discussed a number of ideas and ALL would welcome views from the languages community to help us to formulate an effective ‘exit strategy’.
